REGISTRATION FORMS - Please note that we require
a paper copy of your child(ren)’s registration
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information. These are required for both former
students and new students, whether they are
physically attending the school or attending online.
For returning students, a registration package was sent
home back in March. If you have misplaced this
package, you can print the forms from the website or

ask for a copy to be sent home with your child. Forms
were due in the office last Monday!

ON LINE PARENTS/STUDENTS - When online, please
make sure that your child is in an environment that is
quiet, as they are often required to have their
microphones unmuted.
